Criss-Cross 

Brings together traditional film, documentary and art film across the Nordic and Baltic region

Today, the boundaries between what is considered traditional film, documentary film and visual art seem to be blurred. Maybe it would be more precise to speak of a “cinematographic” language which crosses these fields rather than trying to categorise the works by placing them in distinctive spheres. Criss-Cross highlights the interplay between the worlds of cinema and the visual arts and proposes a reflection on the structural mutations affecting these disciplines. It includes 44 films by 42 artists and film directors from the Nordic and Baltic regions. The participating artists and film directors are as follows:

Programme 1: Family/Domestic

Programme 2: Identity/Portrait

Programme 3: Social-Political

Programme 4: Urban Situation/Utopian Modernism

Programme 5: Film on Film

Criss-Cross is the result of a thorough research that led to the pre-selection of more than 450 films mainly produced in the last five years. These cross-disciplinary programmes have been put together by Thierry Jousse (film director and film critic, Paris, France), Åsa Nacking (director of Lunds Konsthall, Lund, Sweden), Cristina Ricupero (curator at NIFCA-Nordic Institute for Contemporary Art, Helsinki, Finland), Mats Stjernstedt (director of Index, Stockholm, Sweden) and Cilla Werning (producer at Silva Mysterium and Kinotar, Helsinki, Finland) 

The Swedish Premiere will be held at Kino, Lund, at the initiative of Lunds Konsthall, 4–22 August 2004 and the Finnish Premiere at Andorra Cinema, Helsinki, 31 August 2004. These first screenings will be followed by an international tour (2004– 2006).
